This Year the survey was sent to 3773 graduates who completed their degree
programme during the academic year 2023-2024. The following Table and Graph

shows

the status of the students within 6 months of graduation.
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The survey results indicate a strong overall outcome for the graduates, with more than 90% securing
employment, reflecting favorable employability and job market alignment. Additionally, 13% of the
graduates pursuing higher studies suggests a continued interest in academic and professional advancement.
The relatively low unemployment rate of approximately 6% further highlights the effectiveness of the

program in preparing graduates for career opportunities or further education.
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
